Palm Sunday brought us into the week we call, Holy Week. This week is eventful and revealing. In it we can see 
how the tide of popular opinion turns against Jesus as the week progresses. On Monday, he cleanses the temple of 
the money changers. This violent scene provokes the Jewish leaders to intensify the effort to get rid of him. On 
Tuesday, he engages in debate with the Jewish leaders and curses the fig tree for being barren, a clear message to 
Israel. Wednesday, he is anointed in Bethany much to the discomfort of Judas. And Thursday, which we call 
Maundy Thursday, he is preparing for Passover. It is also the evening of the betrayal, arrest in Gethsemane and the 
beginning of the trials. The crowds call for his crucifixion. Friday, it is the day of the crucifixion and Saturday will 
be spent in the tomb. 
The same crowds that cried òHosannaó on the first day of the week will be crying òCrucify him!ó at the end of 

the week. Why? Could it have been because they wanted an instant kingdom, and he offered them an eternal king-
dom? Or maybe, they saw the demands of his kingdom and they werenõt willing to change their lives, much less 
their lifestyle for him? This week invites us to look deeper at our commitment. It invites us to decide. We have ar-
rived at Jerusalem. Where will we stand? Hope to see you in church!

DID  YOU KNOW?! 
There are four Prescription Drug Drop Boxes in Wil-

liamson County -  Franklin, Fairview, Nolensville, and 
now Brentwood. The city of Brentwood has installed one 
in the Brentwood City Hall, located at 5211 Maryland 
Way. The drop box is available 24 hours a day 365 days a 
year, and is located under video camera surveillance. It is 
free and there are no forms required - residents can simp-
ly place the items in the box and leave.  

Accepted Items:  ʁ  Prescription Medications ʶ All-over-
the-counter medications ʶ Pet medications ʁ Liquid medi-
cations in leak-proof containers ʁ Inhalers ʁ  Pills in any 
packaging, including glass, plastic containers, baggies (Zip
-lock) or foil. 

Items NOT Accepted: ʁ  Illegal drugs or narcotics ʶ 
Needles/sharps or syringes with needles  ʁBlood sugar 
equipment ʁThermometers ʁ IV bags ʁ Infectious or 
bloody waste ʁ personal care items (shampoo, lotions, etc.) 

Are you aware of the harmful impact to the environ-
ment and to others when disposing of unused drugs by 
flushing them down the toilet? The drop off box is so 
important to our environment!
