s/ shared. In this article (and next week), we look at the myths of unification.

Myth #1 - The CPC will take the CPCA property OR vice versa.

The reality is that presbytery has direct oversight of particular churches. And since the church session
serves as the trustees of the church, it is the session who holds title to the property of the church. The

intent of unification is not about power and control, but about partnership and trust. Neither group is

interested in seizing church property.

Myth #2 - My Sunday morning worship style or congregation will change.

The reality is that your Sunday morning worship experience will change very little, if any, in your con-
gregation. While it may be true that worship styles vary between some CPCA and CPC churches, it is
also true that they vary from one CPCA church to another and from one CPC church to anoth-

et. Another reality is that unification does not mean that local congregations will be combined. If two
congregations decided to become one, that would be a mutual decision between those churches, with
Presbyterial approval.

Myth #3 - Presbyteries/Synods/Churches will be swallowed up
The reality is that there could possibly be some redrawing or reorganization of synodic/ presbytery
boundaries. But if there is, it will be for more equitable representation for both.

Myth #4 - CPCA will no longer have any leadership positions in the new church
The reality is that there will be as many, if not more, opportunities to serve in leadership roles in the
new church. It will take many and diverse voices to make this process a strong witness of unity.

Myth #5 - For those pastors without a seminary degree, they will lose their ordination credentials.
The reality is that all pastors who are already ordained will maintain their credentials in the new
church. There are many pastors in both denominations who do not have a seminary degree. While
seminary is the preferred route to ordination, both denominations have approved alternate routes to
meet the educational qualifications for ordination. All future ordinations will follow the criteria laid out
in the Confession of Faith.
